HOW TO APPLY
In a Few Simple Steps

Please fill out three forms and return them to Alverno by January 15, 2010, with a non-refundable check for
$75. This includes the December 5 or January 9 testing. Transfer applications are accepted March 15--July 1.
These forms are:

1. The application
2. The student self-recommendation
3. Parent questionnaire

Testing:

Alverno offers two entrance test dates: December 5 or January 9 at 8:30 am. Preference is given to students
who take the HSPT at our school. Our test includes a special writing component specific to our English
program.

To test at Alverno on December 5 or January 9, candidates for the Class of 2014 (current 8" graders) must
bring a completed application and a (non-refundable) check for $75 on or before the testing day.

Take these to your current school office as soon as possible, and they will send them in:
4. Academic recommendation (with stamped envelope addressed to Alverno)
5. Principal recommendation (with stamped envelope addressed to Alverno)
6. Transcript request card

Because of the large number of applicants, most of these
interviews take place during school or work hours. The interview lasts about 30 minutes.
Transfer Applicants: We need three years of academic transcripts and results of any standardized testing. You do not need

an entrance test.
